Importance of Gastric Silver nitrate filter paper test in Aluminium Phosphide poisoning: a case
study;Pooja S. K. Rai*, Pramod W. Ingale.

ABSTRACT

Aluminum phosphide (AlP) is a solid fumigant which has been extensively used since the 1940s.
AlP is a solid pesticide that rapidly became one of the most commonly used grain fumigants because
of its properties which are considered to be near ideal; it is toxic to all stages of insects, highly
potent, does not affect seed viability, is free from toxic residues and leaves little residue on food
grains. It is easily available and is purchased in some countries such as India under trade names
e.g. Celphos, Quickphos, Synfume and Phosfume.

Suicidal tendencies are one of the major social problems worldwide. It is equally seen in Indian
population. Aluminum phosphide (AlP) is highly toxic pesticide which is commonly used for grain
preservation. Poisoning with AlP has usually occurred in attempts to suicide. It is a more common
case in adults rather than teen agers. In some eastern countries it is a very common agent with
rapid action for suicide. Up to date, there is no effective antidote or treatment for its intoxication.
As Aluminium Phosphide poisoning has very high mortality rate and is often confused with organo-
phosphorus poisoning, simple AgNO3 filter paper test on gastric sample can confirm Aluminium
Phosphide poisoning and save a precious life. It is suggested to carry out this test in all suspected
cases.

Keratitis due to acanthamoeba castellani and contact lens storage fluid contamination with

multiple parasites - case reports

A 22 year old male developed corneal ulcer 2 days after use of soft contact lenses of a friend.
Acanthamoeba castellani was identified and isolated in corneal scrapings and keratoplasty
specimen. The ulcer perforated in 10 days despite treatment with broleneisethionate. Two
other cases, male and female siblings, shared the same contact lenses and developed corneal
ulcers. The contact lens storage fluid received for culture, revealed growth of Naegleria,
Acanthamoeba and Balantidium coli on Tap water agar with Page's solution and Escherichia
coli. The cases highlight the importance of educating patients on appropriate use and asepsis
while using contact lenses.

Incidence and infective etiology of Acute Respiratory Distress Syndrome (ARDS) with

thrombocytopenia in adults admitted in intensive care areas (ICUs) in a tertiary care

hospital

This study was intended to find out the incidence, infective causes and prognostic factors of
ARDS patients with thrombocytopenia in adults admitted in ICUs.

Endotracheal (ET) secretion culture of 100 patients were processed and organisms identified
by standard biochemical tests.

Incidence of ARDS with thrombocytopenia was 10.26%, of which, due to extrapulmonary
cause was 79% and due to pulmonary cause was 21%. 76% of the samples showed growth,
predominant bacteria being Acinetobacter species(43.37%). Overall mortality was 49%.
Expired patients had significantly low hemoglobin and PaO2/FiO2, as compared to survived
patients.

ARDS is an indication for ET secretion culture. The need for diagnostic testing to know the
etiology of ARDS is essential.
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Pulmonary and Meningeal infection with Cryptococcus neoformans Serotype D in a HIV

infected child- A Case Report

A 10 year old seropositive male child was admitted with fever, headache and bodyache with
subcutaneous nodules on the face since 1 month. The patient did not have any meningeal
signs except brisk plantar reflexes. Culture of both CSF and sputum showed growth of
Cryptococcus neoformans by routine mycological techniques. Creatinine Dextrose
Bromothymol blue Thymine agar test confirmed the isolate as Cryptococcus
neoformansvarneoformans (Serotype D). The case is interesting because of the unusual finding
of capsulated yeast in sputum sample which is very rarely reported and documented in
studies and also for isolation of Cryptococcus neoformansvarneoformans (Serotype D).

A Clinicomycological controlled study of Onychomycosis at a Tertiary Care Hospital

at Shimla

The present clinicomycological study of nails was done to estimate the prevalence of
onychomycosis and the etiological agents.

The study included 204 patients clinically suspected of onychomycosis. Nail scrapings were
observed using 20% KOH and KOH-DMSO (10-40%) followed by fungal culture.

78 (38.2%) patients were mycologically proven to have onychomycosis, 72 (92.3%) were
positive by direct microscopy and 45 (57.7%) were positive by culture. Dermatophytes were
most common (42.2%) etiologic agent, followed by Candida species (31.1%) and non-
dermatophytes (26.7%).

Fungi including yeasts are common contaminants in nails and definitions should be followed
for diagnosis. Robust counselling is essential to ensure patient follow-up.

Unusual presentation of mycetoma caused by madurella mycetomatis - a case report

An eight year old boy was admitted with a wound and discharging sinus over the forearm
for four months and fever for two months.

A clinical diagnosis of osteomyelitis was made. Surgical exploration of the lesion revealed
mycetoma with large aggregation of black grains.

Culture of the grains grew Madurella mycetomatis. The patient received voriconazole for six
weeks and showed a favourable clinical response but imaging studies did not reveal
improvement. The patient was discharged against medical advice.

The present case is an uncommon one due the young age of the patient, unusual site and
presentation and overwhelming infection in terms of abundance of grains.
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The spectrum of fungi in keratitis - a five year study at a tertiary care hospital

Prevalence and etiologic agents of keratomycosis and clinicomycological correlation study
was done Fungi were identified using conventional mycological techniques.

Out of 465 corneal scrapes, 87(19%) were positive for fungi. Fusarium spp. was the commonest
isolate (13%) followed by Aspergillus flavus (7%) and Curvularia lunata (4%). Other fungi
were dematiaceous mould (non-sporulating) (3%), Aspergillus versicolor, Aspergillus
fumigatus, Bipolaris australiensis, Pseudallescheria byodii, Scedosporium apiospermum..
Hyaline to dematiaceous ratio was 3.1:1. Response to treatment was observed in 88.5% of
the patients.

The proportion of dematiaceous fungi was high in the study. Follow-up of patients should be
boosted to understand the outcome of these infections.

Spectrum of fungal infection in paediatric patients - microbiologist perspective

Spectrum of fungal infections in paediatric patients was studied in148 children. Clinical
samples were processed by conventional mycological techniques.

Positivity in cutaneous/mucosal and systemic infections lesions was 37/42(88%) and 39/
105(37%) respectively. Superficial infections included 41% with Pityriasis versicolor by
Malasseziasympodialis(67%); Tinea capitis(41%) by Trichophyton violaceum(100%),
dermatophytosis(5%) with T.rubrum and T.violaceum and oral candidiasis in 14% with
C.albicans(80%) and C.glabrata( 20%).

Prevalence of systemic fungal infections was significantly high in ICU areas and in infants
and included candidemia(76.9%), predominantly with C.glabrata(43%); UTI(23%)
predominantly with C.albicans(78%). Systemic fungal infections constituted commonest entity
for referral to mycology and led to serious paediatric disease.

Study on the role of efflux pump inhibitor in drug resistance of pseudomonas aeruginosa

MIC was performed for 126 isolates of P.aeruginosa by agar dilution method with antibiotics
and also after addition of PA?N and curcumin. The proportion of MIC reduction was
determined.

Overall resistance due to efflux pump(was seen in 14.89% MDR strains of P. aeruginosa, of
which, 23.4% became susceptible after addition of PA?N and 10.6% after addition of
curcumin. It indicates the presence of efflux pump mediated drug resistance in P.aeruginosa
and both PA?N and curcumin as potential EPIs.

Lung infection by an unusual free living nematodes in a geriatric patient with tuberculosis

and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease

consultation with the Centers for Disease Control, U.S.A., the unusual parasite was identified
as a free living nematode. Preexisting lung disease in the patient may have supported growth
of free living nematodes. The patient responded to treatment with albendazole.

Three year trend analysis of malaria in tertiary care hospital at mumbai

The prevalence and seasonal variation of malaria for three consecutive years were determined.

Of 30,653 blood specimen tested, 7-8% prevalence in adults and 0.7-1% children were
observed. Malaria was prevalent throughout the year and ranged from 7-9 %. Maximum
number of cases was from June to November. P.vivax(5-6%) predominated throughout the
year over P.falciparum(2-4%). In monsoons, P.falciparum predominated. The sensitivity and
specificity of Labcare was 85%&98% and of SDBioline, 86%&99% respectively.
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Sustained antimalarial control measures are required as malaria is endemic at Mumbai.
Antigen detection tests are good diagnostic tests for malaria.

Keratitis due to acanthamoeba castelloni & contact lens storage fluid accumulation with

multiple parasites

In another case, a 20-year-old male and his sister presented with a corneal ulcer and abscess.
They had a history of sharing contact lens. Corneal swabs were negative for culture. Naegleria,
Acanthamoeba and motile trophozoites of Balantidium coli were identified in lens fluid.
Acanthamoeba in the clinical materialand multiple parasites contaminating lens storage fluid
is alarming.

ABSTRACT

Atypical missile wound from an improvised firecracker buster pipe: a case report

Dead body of a 17 year old boy was brought for medicolegal autopsy with a history of
collapse and sudden death while bursting a jute twine (sutli) bomb contained in an iron pipe
during a religious procession. A case of homicide was registered by the police. At autopsy, a
penetrating wound was noted on the chest and a circular metal plate was found embedded
in right lung and right atrium of heart. The metal plate corresponded to the back end of the
iron pipe that housed the bomb while bursting. It was concluded that the wound was an
accidental missile wound caused by bomb blast within the pipe. Such atypical missile wounds
are not frequently reported, highlighting the fatal potential of such commonly used firecrackers
and is of concern to the autopsy surgeon as the injury mimics a stab wound.

Metal implant-a hidden clue to the identification; a case report

Identity is the recognition of individuality of a person, live or dead and is important for both
legal and humanitarian reasons. In the present case, a completely charred unclaimed body
was brought to the department of Forensic medicine for medicolegal autopsy with the manner
of death unknown. On autopsy, a metal implant with lot number mentioned over it was
found in the right femur which led to positive identification of the human remains and cause
of death was established. The presence of an orthopedic device is an individual characteristic
which not only differentiates one set of remains with the other but also provides investigator
a useful piece of information about the deceased. The case highlights the importance of
meticulous autopsy and utility of multiple lot numbers of body implantable devices in cases
where the identification remains obscure.

An unusual case of multiple self-inflicted stab wounds.

Fatalities from sharp force are mainly homicidal, as suicides by sharp force represent only
1.6-3% of all suicides and pose a challenge for the forensic investigators. A 47 years old
deceased was brought for medicolegal autopsy with multiple wounds by sharp weapon on
the abdomen. As alleged by the police, the deceased first stabbed his wife and got himself
injured in the scuffle. The deceased was admitted in a tertiary hospital for 12 hours before
succumbing to the injuries. At autopsy, multiple horizontally placed stab and incised wounds
were present on the abdomen and small intestine was perforated at multiple places. Manner
of death was opined to be suicidal after examining the pattern of injuries. It is very rare to
find multiple fatal self-inflicted wounds without hesitation cuts and interpreting such injuries
is pivotal for the autopsy surgeon to guide the investigating authorities.

Main
causes of blindness are cataract, refractive errors, corneal blindness, glaucoma, surgical
complications. PWD Act 1995 is an Act to give effect to the Proclamation on the full
participation and equality of the people with disabilities in the Asian and Pacific region. It
helps in rehabilitation of the persons with disabilities. Prevention and early detection of
disabilities should be done in ophthalmic patients.

Rare pediatric disease entities presenting as 6th nerve palsy - 2 case reports

Dr. Nayana Potdar

An Intercontinental perspective of Pediatric Ophthalmology and Strabismus. At Jaipur India
on 2- 4th Dec. 2016

Ocular motor nerve palsy during childhood is a rare condition, with an estimated incidence
of 7.6 per 100,000. Sixth nerve palsy is more common amongst children than adults, and has
more grave implications in terms of visual outcome. The most common causes are intra-
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cranial neoplasms, trauma, and less common causes being idiopathic, congenital, infections,
otitis media and post vaccination. It can also be seen following immunization with inactivated
and live attenuated viral vaccines, and may have a recurrent course. Cases of both isolated
third and sixth cranial nerve palsy following immunization with measles-mumps-rubella,
diphtheria, influenza and hepatitis B have been reported. Here we report a case of an 11
month old male infant with acute benign lateral rectus palsy following MMR vaccination.
There was complete resolution within 4 days with no recurrence.

ABSTRACTS:

1) Audit of Lignocaine and Midazolam used during diagnostic flexible Fibre Optic

Bronchoscopy

Introduction:-We undertook this research to study total dose of lignocaine and midazolam
during FOB and any adverse events. Aims and Objectives:-To study doses of lignocaine and
midazolam with their adverse effects.

Materials and Methods:-Patients undergoing diagnostic FOB were included. Total dose of
lignocaine was noted. Midazolam doses were titrated to produce conscious sedation. Vitals
noted.

Results:-155 patients included. Mean Lignocaine dose was 194.90±28.63 mg; (3.93±0.85mg/
kg). Mean Midazolam required was 1.36 mg. Conclusion:-The amount of Lignocaine used
was far below the maximum limit advised by BTS. Use of lignocaine and midazolam was not
associated with significant adverse events.

2] A mysterious case of lung collapse (ABPA presenting as lung collapse)
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Background: We present a rare condition in which trachea is studded with multiple
nodulesgiving it an intestine like appearance.

Case Report: :35 years old Male presenting with 5 days H/O Cough, fever and right sided
chestpain. No other R/S complaint. X-ray s/o RLZ cavity consolidation. CT s/o consolidation
withcavity and tracheal calcification. On FOB Multiple nodules of varying sizes were seen
intrachea sparing the posterior wall. However bronchial tree was normal.

Discussion: Tracheobronchopathiaosteochondroplastica is characterized by the presence
ofmultiple dense osseous and cartilaginous nodules localized in the sub mucosa oftrachea
bronchial wall. FOB is the best diagnostic procedure.

3] EFFECT OF LTOT ON PASP IN PATIENTS WITH PULMONARY

HYPERTENSIONDUE TO CHRONIC LUNG DISEASE

A retrospective study was carried out in a tertiary health care centre. Patients withCOPD,
Post TB OAD and ILD who were on LTOT was included in the study. Recordsof patients
was reviewed. Details of 2D ECHO findings was obtained from the recordsand was analyzed.
Average duration of LTOT/day was 16hrs and the average drop inPASP was 3.2mm Hg/
yr. The average duration of LTOT/day in Post TB OAD, COPD,ILD patients were
16.2,14.8,16.8hrs and average drop in PASP/yr was 3.5,2.5 and 3.4mm Hg respectively.

4] Effect of nocturnal CPAP therapy on Pulmonary Function Test in OSA patients

To study effectiveness of CPAP in OSA patients, retrospective and prospective,observational
study with 13 OSA and 12 overlap syndrome patients was done.Twenty males (55.6±10.5
year) and 5 females (55.3±9.7 year) were included. Priorlung functions and symptoms obtained
from records and were repeated after 1 year.After one year, 15 compliant and 1 non-compliant
showed statistically significantFVC improvement (p=0.012). Similarly, FEV 1 showed
statistically significantimprovement (p=0.006) of 0.146(±0.23) ltr. among compliant and
decline of0.246(±0.21) ltr. among non-compliant patients. All compliant patients
showedimprovement in STOP-BANG score. So, there was significant clinical and
lungfunctions improvement with CPAP use.

Case Report Presenting Airway Management In Two Cases Of Klippel-Feil Syndrome

Klippel-Feil syndrome is a rare disorder withan incidence of 1:42,000 births one of the common
congenital causes of difficult airway which is characterized by failure of normal segmentation
of cervical vertebra.Patients with Klippel-Feil syndrome present at different ages for various
surgical procedures.Airway management can be challenging in most of these cases mainly
due to limitation in the range of neck movement due to cervical immobility and cervical
instability could increase the risk of neurologic damage during laryngoscopy and intubation.

Inspite of being rare we have encounter two cases:-

Case (1) : 4 yr male child diagnosed retrospectively to have klippel-feil syndrome after posing
difficulty during intubation resulted in failed intubation after trying ventilation through first
and second generation supraglottic airway devices.

Case (2) :25yr old 58 kg male, a case of CSOM planned for modified radical mastoidectomy
on preoperative evaluation he was short statured with microtia, on airway examination he
was having short neck, retrognathia, low hair line with restricted neck mobility, thyromental
distance found to be 4c.m. found to have fused cervical spines on x-ray film, ultrasound
abdomen showed ectopic left kidney. Due to cervical abnormality and restricted movement
of neck, difficult airway was anticipated and an awake fiberoptic nasotrachealintubation
was planned to secure airway for general anesthesia. After upper airway preparation and
under appropriate sedation. Nasotracheal intubation was achieved under FOB guidance
with a 7.5mm tracheal tube. patient was well reversed and extubated with no postoperative
complications.

2. ANAESTHESIA MANAGEMENT OF PATIENTS WITH SEVERE VALVULAR STENOSIS

UNDERGOING SIMULTANEOUS CESAREAN SECTION WITH VALVE

REPLACEMENT

KEY WORDS: Pregnancy, cesarean section, aortic stenosis, mitral stenosis, congestive cardiac
failure, aortic valve replacement, mitral valve replacement, cardiopulmonary bypass

INTRODUCTION:

Valvular stenosis are commonly encountered in pregnant patients in our country. Severe
valvular stenosis are itself a life threatening situation. Physiological changes that accompany
pregnancy further compound the problem. Valvular stenosis can rapidly deteriorate the
hemodynamics and precipitate the congestive cardiac failure (CHF), carrying a high risk for
maternal and fetal mortality. Also the conventional high dose opioid based anaesthesia strategy
usually followed for valve replacement surgeries can lead to severe neonatal respiratory
depression leading to poor APGAR SCORE. Therefore, treatment of severe critical valvular
stenosis with percutaneous ballon aortic valvotomy (BAV) or ballon mitral valvotomy (BMV)
is advised before pregnancy. However it is reported that with improvement in surgical and
anaesthetic technique, cardiac surgery is an acceptable and sometimes preferable alternative
to the medical management of antepartum cardiac disease. When fetus is viable (>28 weeks)
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and when symptoms of CHF are present, lower segment cesarean section and simultaneous
valve replacement surgery can be done to reduce the cardiac morbidity and mortality.This
two case describes successful anaesthetic management of parturients with rheumatic heart
disease with severe valvular stenosis undergoing simultaneous lower segment cesarean section
followed by valve replacement surgery in same setting.

CASE REPORT:

Patients with known severe valvular stenosis developed congestive cardiac failure presented
at third trimester of pregnancy.

A patient with known case of rheumatic heart disease with severe AS presented at 36 weeks,
elective LSCS with aortic valve replacement was done simultaneously.

A patient with severe mitral stenosis and atrial fibrillation developed refractory CHF at 32
weeks of pregnancy. Emergency LSCS followed by mitral valve replacement was
done.Anaesthesia was induced after control of heart rate with diltiazem.

Anaesthesia was induced with etomidate with rocuronium in both patients. Both the patients
were extubated 12-14 hours after surgery.

CONCLUSION:

Management of anaesthesia for such cases is a challenge as there is a risk of worsening
cardiac failure at multiple stages, increasing maternal and fetal morbidity and mortality.
Also the conventional high dose opioid based anaesthesia strategy usually followed for valve
replacement in valvular stenosis can lead to severe neonatal respiratory depression requiring
ventilator support. The management of such cases requires a tight balance between
maintaining maternal hemodynamics, uterine blood flow and fetal oxygenation in order to
have a clinically stable mother and a live and active baby at the end of the surgery.

3. TITLE : ANESTHESIA FOR EMERGENCY CESAEREAN SECTION IN A CASE OF

THORACOLUMBAR KYPHOSCOLIOSIS

Kyphoscoliosis is a deformity of the costovertebral skeletal structures characterised by
progressive deformity of spine consisting an anterior flexion (kyphosis) and lateral curvature
(scoliosis). Though majority of cases are idiopathic,it can occur as a sequelae of various
neuromuscular and vertebral connective tissue disorders. Kyphoscoliosis secondary to
poliomylitis is not uncommon in our country.

Anesthetic management for cesarean section in patients with thoracolumbar kyphoscoliosis
following poliomyelitis, is a unique challenge The increased metabolic demand generated by
the fetus, placenta, and gravid uterus further complicates the poor cardiorespiratory reserve
in these patients Concerns regarding general anesthesia to patients with poliomyelitis and
kyphoscoliosis are increased sensitivity to sedative drugs, prolonged effect of non-depolarizing
neuromuscular blocking agents, dysfunctional autonomic nervous system, underdeveloped
muscles of respiration making extubation difficult.Inadequacies in pulmonary function due
to severe upper thoracic kyphoscoliosis pose risk of hypoxia & hypercapnia during general
anesthesia

Central neuraxial block is also challenging. Along with technical difficulty in establishing
the block, there is difficulty in predicting the extent of block.

Althogh no single regimen can be recommended as standard for anesthetic management of
such cases,neuraxial anaesthesia emerges to be the preferred mode as it has least effect on
cardiopulmonary reserve,as there is no fetal compromise, and better postoperative analgesia.
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We report a case of kyphoscoliosis for caesarean section successfully performed under
combined spinal epidural anesthesia

24 old primigravida patient, known case of kyphoscoliosis secondary to poliomyelitis
presented for emergency caesarean section. Patient was short statured (128cm) and had
severe thoracolumbar kyphoscoliosis.Patient walked with a limp and on neurological
examination, power in both Lower limbs was grade 4+/5 with no sensory deficit.Patient
had dysnoea NYHA class 3 with fine basal crepitation on auscultation. She was already
receiving inhalers of Salmeterol,salbutamol and tiotropium and oral doxyphyllin. At
presentation for caesarean section her SPO2was 96% and Arterial blood gas analysis was
unremarkable. Pulmory function test, ECG, 2 D echo were not available due to emergency
nature of surgery. She was hemodynamically stable. All other investigations were within
normal limits. After informed consent and keeping difficult intubation cart ready for general
anaesthesia if required, patient was given neuraxial block in the form of Combined spinal
epidural.

Distortion of spine leads to unpredictable spread of intrathecal drug. There were concerns
regarding inadequate block or higher block due to short stature and kyphoscoliosis. Hence
sequential combined epidural spinal anesthesia was planned with low dose intrathecal drug
followed by incremental epidural top up to get the desired level of anaesthesia to avoid
hypotension, as well as respiratory compromise. Intrathecal injection of 1.2ml cc 0.5%
hyperbaric bupivacaine was given.With this sensory block upto T 12 was achieved which
was extended to T6 with epidural top up 5ml inj.lignocaine 2%. We further required to give
2 top up of inj.bupivacaine 0.5% 3cc each. Surgery proceeded uneventfully and there were
no postop complications.

4. Successful Anaesthetic Management Of Emergency LSCS In Obese Parturient With

Systemic Lupus Erythmatoses With Autoimmune Hemolytic Anemia With PIH And

Gestational Diabetes Mellitus

INTRODUCTION:

Systemic lupus erythematosus (SLE) is an autoantibody mediated multisystem autoimmune
disease, with considerable predominance in females of reproductive age group. Women with
SLE are at higher risk for exacerbations of the disease during pregnancy, intrauterine foetal
death, pre?eclampsia and eclampsia. Multiple manifestations of the disease alter the
anaesthetic management. Due to potential laryngeal and subglottic involvement,
cricoarytenoid arthritis, recurrent laryngeal nerve palsy, temporomandibular joint dysfunction
there is a risk of difficult airway. Renal or hepatic involvement affects the metabolism and
efficacy of drugs. Pulmonary, respiratory, cardiac, haematological and coagulation system
involvement further change the management. Thus anaesthetic management of pregnant
patients with SLE depends on the multisystem nature of the disease, the severity of organ
involvement and adverse effects of drugs used in treatment.

Our case report summarizes the perioperative course and anaesthetic management in an
obese parturient with SLE, autoimmune hemolytic anemia, PIH and GDM who underwent
emergency caesarean section.
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CASE REPORT:

A 37 year primi with 35 weeks of amenorrhea presented for Emergency section in view of
IUFD with failure of induction. She was a diagnosed case of auto immune hemolytic anemia
with SLE since 6 years and was on tab. Azathioprine and Hydroxycholroquine. She received
4-5 blood transfusions per year for anaemia since then. She also had autoimmune hepatitis
with Hepatitis E and massive hepato-splenomegaly. Her PIH and GDM were well controlled
with tab. labetalol and inj. Insulin respectively. She was obese with height 133cm and 60 kg
weight (BMI 36) with predicted difficult intubation and difficult venous access. All the blood
investigations including coagulation profile were normal and her haemoglobin was 11gm%.
Patient was vitally stable. Taking into consideration all her risk factors sequential combined
spinal epidural was planned. Epidural was given in L2-L3 interspace and subarachnoid
block in L3-L4 space with Inj. Bupivacaine 0.5% heavy 1.5cc. T4 level was achieved with
subarachnoid block so there was no need for epidural top up. Intraop hypotension and
tachycardia was managed with IV fluids and vasopressors. The excess bleeding due to poorly
contracted uterus was managed with Pitocin drip, Prostaglandin F2? and B-lynch suture
and there was no need of blood transfusion but saline washed RBC was kept ready.
Perioperatively patient's blood sugars were maintained within normal limits. Epidural catheter
was removed the next day after fresh platelet and PT report. Patient was monitored in intensive
care unit for 48 hours and was started on oral feeds next morning. Strict watch was kept on
her urine output as she had multiple etiologies to develop renal dysfunction. After full recovery
patient was shifted to the ward and was given regular chest physiotherapy, mobilization to
prevent thromboembolic and chest complications.

To conclude anesthetic and perioperative management depends on clinical acumen and
understanding of the medical issues at play in these patients. Thus, SLE along with other co-
morbidities can be managed successfully with a multidisciplinary approach.

5. Case Of Difficult Airway Encountered In Severe Pre Eclampsia Patient

Abstract

Pregnant patient with severe pre eclampsia to be taken up for emergency caesarean section.

PREANAESTHETIC CHECK UP:k/c/o severe PIH since 6 month Gestation. Airway
examination MPC Class 2 Investigations dated a week back:Hb 10 TLC 13000 Plt 1.2 lakh;PT/
INR 18 sec/1.2 Investigation done on same day:creatinine 1.4mg%, urine protein 3+, usg
abdomen suggestive of mild hepatomegaly and mild free fluid in abdomen.

General Anesthesia with Endotracheal Intubation Planned

Patient has taken last meal 10 hrsback.Consent checked.

Rapid Sequence Induction was planned.Patientpreoxygenated, premedicated with
Inj.Glycopyrollate0.004mg/kg iv.Cricoid pressure applied InjThiopentone 3 mg/kg ivgiven
followed by check ventilation and Scoline 2mg/kg iv.After 45 sec laryngoscopy attempted,
jaw not relaxed.Laryngoscopycant be done.Wateryfluid coming out of mouth.Efficacy of
cricoid pressure questioned??? Repeat scopy done. Secretions dribbling.Suction done. Cormack
Lehane Grade 4.Blind intubations flush to epiglottis attempted. Oesophageal intubation.Tube
taken out. Saturation started dropping till 82%.Cricoid pressure released. Bag and Mask
ventilation done. Senior anaesthesiologist called for. Saturation between 80 and 85 percent.
Attempt to insert IGEL made. Failed attempt. Probably jaw not well relaxed. Senior
Anaesthesiologist came. Repeat Scoline 1 mg/kg was given. Laryngoscopy
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done.Secretions++.Cormack Lehane Grade 4.Blind intubation with fruvadone. During
Laryngoscopy bradycardia occurred. Heart rate 40 Atropine 0.6mg given. Saturation dropped
till 70%. Intubation was successful. Saturation came up till 88%.fetal FHS rechecked, fetal
bradycardia+Esmolol given prior to induction could be the cause??? Proceeded with LSCS.
Neonatologist called. Baby was well. Another complication was awaiting. Patient's saturation
not coming up, despite giving 100% oxygen?????ASPIRATION. Patient shifted on ventilator.
Extubated following day.

6. Emergency LSCS in a case of VSD with severe PAH

Abstract

A large proportion of patients with congenital heart disease (CHD), in particular those with
relevant systemic-to-pulmonary shunts,develop pulmonary arterial hypertension (PAH) if
left untreated. Persistent exposure of the pulmonary vasculature to increased blood flow and
pressure, may result in pulmonary obstructive arteriopathy, which leads to increased
pulmonary vascular resistance. Normal physiologic changes of pregnancy may exacerbate
preexisting cardiovascular disease. The decreased Systemic vascular resistance increases the
chances of left to right shunt.

A 22 year old primigravida, k/c/o subaortic VSD of 14mm with bidirectional shunt with
severe? PAH diagnosed at 10 years of age presented in emergency for LSCS i/v/o prime
with breech presentation in active labour without any recent cardiac workup. Patient was
vitally and haemodynamically stable with on air saturation of 98% and on cardiovascular
examination had a Pan-systolic murmur and a loud P2 component of the second heart sound.
All routine blood investigations including coagulation profile was normal. Preoperative ECG
and 2DEcho were not available. inj.perinorm 10 mg was given to the patient as the NBM
status was incomplete and ceftriaxone 1g IV and metronidazole 100cc for infective
endocarditis prophylaxis. After taking a telephonic cardiac opinion and a cardiologist standby,
the patient was taken on table with a high risk explained to the relatives. Due to obstetric
contraindication for giving sitting position and time constraint, we chose general anaesthesia
over segmental epidural anaesthesia, which otherwise would have been the modality of
choice for a pregnant patient with congenital heart disease. Routine monitoring was attached
and IV fluid was started with a dial flow to prevent overloading and for administration of
calculated and titrated fluid. An external jugular line was secured. Pt was pre oxygenated
with 100% O2 for 3 mins followed by premedication with inj.glycopyrrolate 0.2mg. Induction
was done with fentanyl 150ug? followed by thiopentone + sevoflurane in titrated doses (total
100mg?) to prevent haemodynamic instability. Rapid sequence induction was performed.
Scoline 75mg was given and patient intubated with 6.5no ET tube. Air entry checked and
confirmed and the tube secured. Anaesthesia maintained on 100%O2 and sevoflurane. EJV
removed and IJV secured and CVP measured to be 4-6 cm of water. After baby delivery
5units pitocin in 100cc NS was given slowly while checking for adequate contractility of the
uterus. Pt developed basal crepitations intraoperatively which resolved after lasix 40mg IV
and salbutamol and budecort puff. Total Iv fluid given was 200ml, 100ml of paracetamol
infusion and blood loss was 800ml, urine output 800ml. An blood gas analysis was sent and
was found to be unremarkable. Once the patient had adequate tone, power, respiratory
attempts and consciousness, pt was given extubation trial on table.pt maintained saturation.
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Post extubation gas analysis was unremarkable. Patient was then shifted to AICU for
observation. Post operatively lasix was continued and fluid @ not more than 1ml/kg/hr was
given and patient started on orals after 6hours of surgery. post operative course was
uneventful. detailed cardiac workup was performed and 2Decho suggested a VSD with
severe PAH with predominantly Rt to Lt shunt.

7. Sequential combined spinal epidural anesthesia for emergency caesarean section in a

morbid obese parturent with pregnanacy induced hypertension and gestational

diabetes.

INTRODUCTION:

Obesity is a growing healthcare problem worldwide, which also affects the pregnant
population. Obesity compounds most of the physiological changes of pregnancy thus obesity
has been identified as a significant risk factor for anaesthesia related morbidity and mortality
in obstetrics.

Apart from associated increased prevalence of diabetes and hypertension, obese parturient
are at increased risk of difficult airway, failed intubation and pulmonary aspiration which
combined with and decreased functional residual capacity, makes airway catastrophes more
likely. Thus Regional anaesthesia is a safer option than general anaesthesia for for cesarean
delivery in obese parturient.

Spinal anesthesia can be used successfully in these patients. However, operative times tend
to be prolonged and often the anesthesiologist are forced to induce general anesthesia
intraoperatively as duration of surgery extends beyond the duration of spinal anesthesia.
Postoperativepain control is an important aspect.Adequqte pain relief facilitates mobilisation
and chest physiotherapy, and has a huge impact on postoperative maternal morbidity.

A combined spinal-epidural technique represents an attractive alternative, combining the
advantages of rapid onset and dense block with the ability to prolong the block and use
postoperatively. Furthermore, use of less local anaesthetic agent intrathecally may circumvent
the problems of sudden onset of hypotension. However, there is technical challenge of correctly
placing an epidural catheter in obese patient. Here we report a case of successful anesthetic
managementof morbid obese parturient with pregnanacy induced hypertension (PIH) and
gestational diabetes mellitus (GDM), who presented for emergency LSCS with combined
spinal-epiduralanaesthesia.

CASE REPORT:A 25 year primigravidawith 36 week of amenorrheas,known case of PIH
and GDM, presented for emergency ceasarean section in view oligohydroamnios and fetal
brain sparing effect.She weighed 120kg and was 5 feet inheight with Body mass index- 50,
thus she was categorised as morbid obese.She was receiving tablet labetalol for PIH and her
GDM were well controlled inj.Insulin. Neck circumference of this patient was 90 cm with
predicted difficult intubation and difficult intravenous access.All routine investigations and
coagulation profile was normal.Patient was vitally stable. Her effort tolerance was normaland
on air saturation was 99 %.Taking into consideration all her risk factors, sequential combined
spinal epidural was planned. Epidural was given in L2-L3 interspace in second attempt and
subarachnoid block in L3-L4space by paramedian approach with 1.2 cc of Inj. Bupivacaine
0.5% heavy.T8 level was achieved with subarachnoid block and additional 4 cc of inj.
Lignocaine 2 % was given to achieve a block upto level T6. After 1 and half hour patient
comlained of pain, hence another 4cc of 2% lignocaine was through epidural.One episode of
hypotension was managed with injection phenylephrine50 ug in the increment of 10 µg and
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tachycardia was managed by IV Fluids. The excess bleeding due to poorly contracted uterus
was managed with titrated Pitocin drip 20 units in 500 cc of normal saline and IM PGF2
alpha. Perioperative BP and blood sugar were monitored closely and maintained within
normal limits. Postoperative analgesia was given with 8 cc of 0.125 % of bupivacaine. Epidural
catheter removed after 48 hours and patient shifted to recovery roomfor monitoring & shifted
to ward the next day.

8. A rare presentation of Rheumatic mitral stenosis complicated with tuberculous

paraparesis in a pregnant patient posted for emergency LSCS

INTRODUCTION

1. Rheumatic mitral stenosis constitutes 88% of the heart diseases complicates pregnancy
at tertiary creferral enters in India.

o Incidence of maternal cardiac complications correlates with severity of mitral
stenosis

o Mortality rates

NYHA class 1&2 - <1%

NYHA class 3 & 4 - 5-15%

o Pott's disease (spine tuberculosis) reported to be rare during pregnancy

o Pott's disease : destruction of intervertebral disc & adjacent vertebrae leading to
cord compression, paraplegia & quadriplegia.

o Delayed diagnosis is common as most of cases are diagnosed when paraplegia
sets in.

o  Requires special attention during pregnancy& delivery.

CASE

A35 years old,G3P2L2, with 38 weeks of gestations. K/c/o Moderate Mitral stenosis on
medications, NYHA grade 2 DOE, Mid diastolic murmur in mitral area, MVA of 1.5
cm2,normal LV function & mild Pulmonary HTN on 2D ECHO. Recently diagnosed Potts
spine with destruction of D6-D7 vertebral bodies, kyphosis of dorsal spine on MRI, bilateral
lower limb weakness, normal sensory, bowel bladder function, on category 1 AKT, since one
month. All routine investigations normal.

INTRA - OP

General anesthesia planned. Emergency cardiac drugs & defibrillator ready

CVP guided fluid administration. Induction : Modified RSI with Propofol & succinylcholine.
Maintenance: oxygen+N2O+sevoflurane + intermittent Atracurium

Analgesia: Fentanyl & Paracetamol. Baby delivery : uneventful. Baby cried immediately after
birth. After baby delivery : Furosemide

Postoperatively : single episode of SVT with peak heart rate of 180bpm,managed with beta
blockers & additional dose of Fentanyl. Extubation not done due to poor respiratory
attempts.Shifted to PACU.Extubated on post op day 2.

ANES. CONSIDERATIONS

Maintanance of acceptable slow heart rate

Immediate treatment of acute AF & reversion to sinus rhythm
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Avoidance of aortocaval compression

Maintanance of adequate venous return & SVR

Prevention of pain, hypoxemia, hypercarbia, acidosis

Avoiding of fluid overload & autotransfusion

Avoidance of cord compression & worsoning of existing motor deficit

Topic : 24-hour pH study and Manometry in esophageal substitutes in children

Abstract : The pathophysiological functions of the transposed stomach have been studied
mainly in adults and results are still debated. There are many case reports and series of
Gastric transpositions and gastric tube in children addressing residual gastric motility after
gastric transposition. However studies regarding manometry and pH of esophageal substitute
by gastric tube are relatively sparse. This is a prospective observational study of the motility
pattern, the effects of surgery on Gastric pH and relationship between the duration of the
post operative period with respect to changes in gastric pH.

Topic : Facial teratoma in a neonate: Surgical management and outcome

Abstract : Teratomas are among the most common tumors of childhood, but craniofacial
teratomas are rare. They can be diagnosed antenatally. Craniofacial teratomas may cause
airway obstruction in the newborn. We present a case of a newborn male child who was
diagnosed to have a large facial tumor in the 8th month of gestation. He was delivered
normally and had no respiratory or feeding difficulties. He was also found to have a cleft
palate. Serum alpha fetoprotein levels were normal. He underwent excision on day of life 9.
At 11 months follow?up, he is well with no evidence of recurrence and good functional
outcome.

2] DrArjun Pawar (SSMO)

Topic : Esophageal lung associated with VACTERL anomaly - A rare association

Abstract : Esophageal lung is an extremely rare type of bronchopulmonary foregut
malformation in which the main stem bronchus is anomalously connected to the esophagus
instead of the trachea and is supplied by branches of pulmonary artery. Less than 25 cases
have been reported so far in literature1,2,3,5. Majority of the cases have been associated with
esophageal atresia1,2. Most cases are treated with detachment of the esophageal bronchus,
with repair of the esophagus and resection of the hypoplastic lung. We present a case of
isolated unilateral esophageal lung that was associated with a bifid thoracic vertebra, an
ectopic right kidney and a patent foramen ovale (VACTERL group of anomalies). The patient
was successfully treated by resection of hypoplastic lung and repair of esophagus.

Abstract :Fetus in fetu is a rare condition in which a fetiform calcified mass is present in the
abdomen of its newborn.

Distress In Preterm Infants : Indian Paediatr 2016,Vol 53,129-133

Abstract: Objective: To compare the outcomes of preterm infants with respiratory distress
initiated on either Heated Humidified High Flow Nasal Cannula or Nasal Continuous Positive
Airway Pressure as a primary mode of respiratory support. Study Design: Prospective
observational cohort study Setting : Tertiary care level III neonatal intensive care unit
Participants : 88 preterm infants between 28 to 34 weeks of gestation with mild to moderate
respiratory distress within 6 hours of birth. Intervention: Eligible infants were treated either
with Heated Humidified High Flow Nasal Cannula (n=46) or Nasal Continuous Positive
Airway Pressure (n=42).Primary outcome : Need for mechanical ventilation within 72 hrs of
initiating support.Results: Baseline demographic characteristics were comparable between
the two groups. There was no difference in the requirement of mechanical ventilation between
Heated Humidified High Flow Nasal Cannula (19.5%) and Nasal Continuous Positive Airway
Pressure (26.2%) groups [RD - 0.74 (95% CI 0.34-1.62; P =0.46)]. Moderate or severe nasal
trauma occurred less frequently with Heated Humidified High Flow Nasal Cannula (10.9%)
in comparison to Nasal Continuous Positive Airway Pressure (40.5%) (P= 0.004).Conclusion:
Heated Humidified High Flow Nasal Cannula was comparable to Nasal Continuous Positive
Airway Pressure as a primary respiratory support for preterm infants with respiratory distress,
with lesser incidence of nasal trauma.

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Abstract: Introduction: Breastfeeding is a natural phenomenon occurring after the birth of a
baby. An estimated nine to ten percent of women present with flat, retracted or inverted
nipples which can hinder with smooth establishment of breastfeeding. With this background
we evaluated the use of silicone nipple shields for facilitating effective latching and successful
breastfeeding in mothers who had latching problems due to flat or inverted nipples over the
first 4 weeks postpartum. Material and Methods: We conducted a prospective observational
cohort study in the neonatal unit and post natal wards of a tertiary hospital. We identified
30 mothers-infant couplets, who delivered late preterm and term, and had feeding difficulties
due to flat or inverted nipples. They received a soft silicone nipple shield to facilitate better
latching of the infant to the breast and facilitate breastfeeding. We evaluated their ability to
successfully breastfeed on day 28 postpartum with appropriate weight gain (?400 gm weight
gain over 3rd and 4th week of life) by the infant on follow up. Results: 80% mothers could
successfully breastfeed after discharge with use of the nipple shield at the end of 28 days.
93% mothers had no pain or discomfort while using the nipple shield. The average weight
gain of infants in our study group in the 3rd and 4th week of life was 420 (±85.6) gms.
Conclusions: Early identification of flat and inverted nipples and use of a simple device like
the soft silicone nipple shield can help mothers establish early and successful breastfeeding.

3. Vinayak Kodur and Deeparaj Hedge Image of "Congenital Varicella syndrome" in Indian

Pediatr 2016; 53: 269

Abstract:  A girl weighing 2320 grams was delivered at 38 weeks to a mother with antenatal
history of chickenpox in the fourteenth week of gestation. At birth, baby had cicatricial lesions
with areas of induration and hypopigmentation on the torso, causing deformity of underlying
rib cage (Fig. 1). The limbs were spared. She had bilateral chorioretinal atrophy with cataract
in the left eye. Her sensorium was altered, and she had poor respiratory efforts requiring
mechanical ventilation. Computed tomography of brain revealed bilateral thalamic
calcifications and mild cerebral atrophy. Despite intensive care, baby died at fifty hours of
life. The risk of congenital varicella syndrome (CVS) after maternal varicella in the first 20
weeks of pregnancy is approximately 0.4 - 2%. Cicatricial lesions, neurological defects,
ophthalmological manifestations and limb-shortening defects with muscular hypoplasia are
the major clinical features in CVS. An important differential diagnosis for cicatricial lesions
in a neonate is intrauterine Herpes Simplex Virus infection (distributed in dermatomal fashion
but presence of active lesions, hypo- and hyperpigmentation, aplasia cutis, and/or an
erythematous macular exanthema).

Abstract: Background: Congenital chylothorax is an accumulation of chyle in the pleural
space that may present in neonatal period with respiratory distress. Case Characteristics: A
34-week preterm who presented with massive congenital chylothorax complicated with
hydropsfetalis. Outcome: The neonate was treated successfully by pleurodesis with
Oxytetracycline. Message: Pleurodesis with oxytetracycline seems to be effective in treatment
of congenital chylothorax.

Abstract: Objective: To evaluate the utility of endotracheal aspirate microscopy, culture and
endotracheal tube tip culture for early diagnosis of ventilator-associated pneumonia in
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neonates. Methods: Inborn ventilated neonates were followed-up for ventilator-associated
pneumonia using Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) criteria. Endotracheal
aspirate microscopy, culture and endotracheal tube tip cultures were performed. Results:
Ventilator-associated pneumonia occurred in 28/68 (41%) neonates as per CDC criteria.
Endotracheal aspirate microscopy (³5 polymorphonuclear cells per high power field) and
endotracheal aspirate culture had 78.6% and 75% sensitivity, 87.5% and 90% specificity,
positive predictive value of 81.5% and 84%, and negative predictive value of 85.4% and
83.72%, respectively. Mean (SD) time of result of microscopy and endotracheal aspirate culture
was 55.7 (4.3) h and 108.3 (19.7) h, respectively in comparison to diagnosis made at 143.5
(23.3) h, as per CDC criteria. Conclusion: Endotracheal aspirate microscopic examination
and culture can be supportive in objective diagnosis of ventilator-associated pneumonia with
an added advantage of earlier prediction.
